he last book I would ever pick up for a few laughs is the dictionary
—it reminds me too much of my stern schoolmarm, always correct,

I had always
wondered if one could bring the stodgy dictionary out of its Victorian closet
and imbue it with some entertainment value, especially given the dearth of
good humour ever since the inimitable PG Wodehouse met his Sunset at
Blandings.

Some alphabets were prolific, but others—
like “Q” and “Z”—put up a stiff fight before being drawn into the
humorous net. Finally, at the end of this exercise, I found myself sitting
atop a pile of words with their bare bones sticking out and a small doubt
nagging me—what if somebody reading my version of a word couldn’t
conjure up the visual imagery needed to get their ribs tickled?
